o Reimburses producers for livestock deaths in 
excess of normal mortality caused by adverse 
weather – no requirement for precautions or 
preventative action.

Policy Solution: 
Increase Supply for

Act (FSRA)
Places a moratorium on construction 

of new or expansion of existing large 
Concentrated Animal Feeding 
Operations (CAFOs)

Phases out all large CAFOs by 2040

Provides funding and debt relief to 
help farmers transition away from the 
factory farm system towards more 
humane farming, whether continuing 
to raise animals or transitioning to 
food crops
